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The horse’s appearance of being a pleasure to ride at the walk, 
trot, strong trot, canter, and hand-gallop with a quiet, responsive 
mouth is imperative in this class. All gaits must be performed with 
willingness and obvious ease, cadence, balance and smoothness. 
Additionally, these horses will be asked to halt on the rail, stand 
quietly, back, and walk off on a loose rein in one direction of the ring. 
A successful mount in this class will give the distinct appearance 
of being a pleasure to ride.
