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Be Ready for Visitors

Before visitors come to your farm have a plan. Here are a few things to think about:

o Where will you take them on your farm?

e  What will you show them on your farm?

e Which horses will you show them? Are they safe horses?

e  What will you do with visitors if the weather is bad? Do you have access to indoor facilities?

e  Will you hand out material? If so, what material?

e Will you offer activities? If so, what activities?

e Will you offer the same farm tour to all group types? For example, would you do the same tour
for a group of 20 girl scouts versus a family of five?

How are you promoting your Discovery Farm?

How are you getting the word out that your farm is offering the total Arabian horse experience in a safe,
no-pressure, non-sales atmosphere? Here are a few ideas to help kick start getting the word out:

e Post on social media platforms such as Facebook, Twitter, Instagram etc.

e Post on local platforms such as Craigslist, advertising you offer free tours.

e C(Calllocal schools letting teachers know that coming out to your farm would be a great field trip.

e Put fliers up around your town

o Word of mouth is one of the oldest and best ways to let people know you are a Discovery Farm!

e Send AHA pictures of individuals enjoying their Discovery Farm tours and we will post them on
our social media or showcase them in our AHA Insider.

e Make sure that when individuals come out to your farm, you are giving them a one-of-a-kind
experience that is unique, educational and exciting. If you impress individuals from the start,
they are more likely to come back for lessons, buy a horse or for other needs and they will tell
others.
