During the afternoon session in the Ford Truck Arena will be the AEPA Equine Athlete $50,000 
HA/AA English Pleasure Futurity; the AHPA $75,000 HA/AA Hunter Pleasure Futurity (NEW), and the 
AWPA Arabian Horse World $100,000 Arabian Western Pleasure Futurity.
